DeWied Cellulose is available in the following sizes: 15 – 44mm Diameter.

Cellulose Casing Preparation  
 
How To Use 
Once the carton is opened, the caddies must be properly stored to prevent them from loss of humidity, very 
important during its later use. 
 
Never leave open cartons unprotected. All caddies must be covered with protective plastic film until they have 
been consumed. 
 
The casings, when dried, change their properties becoming fragile and 
brittle, not performing appropriately during stuffing, generating some 
unusual breakage. 
Cellulose casings must be kept in a place where relative humidity and 
temperature are stable or controlled. 
 
Relative humidity 60/70% 
Temperature 60°-75° F (15.5°C - 23.88°C)

Cellulose Packaging

Packaging - Cellulose casings are packed with a pre-determined relative humidity into impermeable caddies 
(typically 50 sticks ea.) and the caddies covered with protective plastic film are placed into a carton box (4, 6 or 
8 caddies ea.).
